so generous and faith-filled that the apostles gave 

him the sobriquet Barnabas, meaning son of 

encouragement.  Barnabas was responsible for 

introducing Paul to the other apostles.  Paul and 

Barnabas were sent by the apostles to Antioch, to the 

community of Gentile converts.  Regrettably the pair 

had a row and parted.  Barnabas returned to his 

native Cyprus to preach the gospel.  Paul even 

makes mention of Barnabas in his letters to the 

Galatians and Corinthians.  He is believed to be a 

cousin of the evangelist Mark.  Tradition claims 

Barnabas was martyred in the year 61 at Salamis, 

Cyprus.   

 The Barnabites (Clerics Regular of St. Paul) 

are so named as their founder, St. Anthony Maria 

Zaccaria, established them in Milan in 1530 at the 

Church of St. Barnabas.  The Barnabites devote 

themselves to preaching inspired by the letters of St. 

Paul.  We need saints like Barnabas who encourage 

us focus our lives on Christ.

Joseph Voltaggio and Demetrius Thomas were 

ordained deacons at the Abbey by Bishop Arthur 

Serratelli, Bishop of Paterson.   They will be 

continuing studies in the fall at Seton Hall 

University and engage in pastoral and liturgical 

ministries over the next year.
